he City of Walnut Creek’s strong
I commitment to providing a
diversity of housing options
for all members of the community
was showcased on May 15th with the
grand opening celebration at the new
58 unit Riviera Family Apartment
complex. In close proximity to Walnut
Creek BART and Downtown, Riviera
provides eight studios, 24 one-bedroom
units, seven two-bedroom units, and 19
three-bedroom units, all of which are
affordable to lower income households.

The City provided the initial acquisition
financing for this 100% affordable project
in 2013, and continued to support the
project for a total commitment of $6.4
million dollars. The majority of the City’s
funding came from housing impact and
in lieu fees paid by market rate residential
and commercial developers through the
City’s Inclusionary and Commercial
Linkage Fee policies. Over the past

15 years, the City has been fortunate

to collect $26 million for affordable
housing, which has helped to create over
400 affordable units. More than 4,000
applications were received for the units,
which still has a waitlist of 2,500.
